Emergency Preparedness Kit (Prekindergarten-8th Grade) 

All supplies must fit into a one-gallon zip lock bag.  Please provide child’s first name, last name, and homeroom teacher’s 
name on the outside of the bag.  Holy Trinity will provide water, first aid supplies, and other rations and materials as 
needed for the safety of our students. 

Use a 3 x 5 card to write your child's name, phone number, out-of-state contact phone number and emergency phone 
numbers to go inside the emergency kit. 

One (1) small towel 
One (1) packet of kleenex 
Small packets or travel pack of hand-wipes  
Two (2) 6 oz cans of juice – no boxes please 
Small packets of snacks that are commercially vacuum packed and preserved (dried fruit, beef jerky, granola bars, 
cheese/peanut butter crackers, etc.). Place these snacks in smaller baggies. NO loose snacks that could attract ants, 
please. 
Writing pad, pencil/pen, book to read or cards 
Small flashlight with separate batteries and/or light sticks 
A family picture and a note from you explaining to your child to follow the teachers directions, that you will pick him/her 
up as soon as you possibly can, remain calm and not to worry.
